PRESENT PERFECT TENSES

SIMPLE
TO HAVE + -ED		 regular verbs
TO HAVE + PAST PARTICIPLE	irregular verbs

Positive: I have worked / he has done / they have written
Negative: I have not worked / he hasn´t done / they haven´t written
Question: have you worked? / has he done? / have they written?

Use: 
- no time words = result of an activity: 
I have finished writing my essay.

- with short adverbs ALREADY, JUST, YET, EVER, NEVER:
I have never seen that film.
Have you already seen that film?
I haven´t seen that film yet.

-with time words as RECENTLY,LATELY, THIS WEEK, TWICE IN MY LIFE, …

I have met them recently.
