Communication is a process of sending and receiving information.

The press (newspapers, magazines), radio, television - all that is called media. The mass media bring
news about what has happened home and in the world. They play an important role in everyone’s
life. First, they provide tools to spread news quickly; second, they provide education and enter-
tainment of course.

DAILY PRESS

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Even in the age of television and Internet, the daily press has an important role to play, informing
its readers about the latest news in political, cultural and economic life. There are interviews with
famous personalities. The papers give us the most important sports results. One of the sections is on
advertisements (personals being quite popular). The front page contains the hottest political issues
from both inside and outside the country, sometimes with documentary photos. Some dailies like
to put an editorial on the front page written either by the Editor-in-Chief or some other important
personality on some of the political or economic issues.

Papers are dailies or weeklies and readers may receive them in the very morning through newspaper
delivery or at the news stand. It is also possible to subscribe to papers.

Each paper gets the information from press agencies or from their own correspondents. Correspon-
dents working abroad are well acquainted with the country they are based in and supply their editors
with reliable news.

Inside, there are news on various areas of everyday life both from inside and outside the country.
Apart from political issues culture is a popular section. Culture vultures are interested in what the
editors think about the latest cultural achievements. These reports, or reviews, must be written by
well-informed people as they have a massive influence on their readers.

Sports is an extremely popular section, too. Sports fans find the results of various sports matches
and opinions of sports editors on the course of the matches. This section occupies the last pages of
each paper.

However, some news are sad. There is a section on things like road accidents, robberies or even
murders. Obituaries inform about the death of famous personalities such as politicians, writers,
actors etc.

Essays such as columns are popular as well, and almost every reader likes reading them.

Supplements are pages put inside the main newspaper. There are various supplements and it is up to
the editors to decide when to publish their supplement and what to include in it. In general, there are
huge supplements - appearing once in a week, normally on Thursday or Friday, and these contain
a mixture of news and entertainment for everyone to choose what they like. Small supplements
accompany the paper on a daily basis, each day specialising in one topic such as hobbies, job
advertisements or housing. Job and personal advertisements are among the most popular sections.
In addition, supplements may specialise in something that is topical in that time of the year; for
example, taxes in the spring, universities in the autumn, and give ample details for general public
on these issues.



Broadsheets, or quality papers, are larger in size, with few black and white pictures. The text is
serious, reliable and unemotional.

Tabloids are smaller in size, they have shorter texts with many coloured pictures, and there are large
headlines that tell the whole story. The first paragraph is called intro, it’s written in bold typing. They
are not very serious, there are just gossips and sensational news. The information they give is very
subjective.

The most frequent quality papers in Britain are: The Times, The Daily Telegraph, The Guardian and
The Independent. The tabloids with the biggest circulation are The Daily Mirror, The Sun or
The People.

Magazines provide entertainment or information. Some bring us offers of various goods. Women
prefer clothes whereas men are interested in technical devices.

Magazines are published not daily but on a weekly, fortnightly, monthly or quarterly basis. This is
the main reason why they cannot supply fresh daily news. So the contents make magazines a lot
different from newspapers.

Journals deal with specialized issues of one particular field in which only a limited number of
readers are interested. Experts such as doctors, engineers, economists are given information on the
latest trends and events in their professions. This is the main positive thing about journals, readers
are informed about the latest development in their field a lot quicker than through books.

Hobby magazines are of various types as people have various hobbies. Therefore, there are ma-
gazines not only for motorists, nature lovers, fishermen or sportsmen, but also for those keen on
housing, gardening, fashions, crossword puzzles or animals. There are cultural magazines for the
lovers of theatre, museums or cinema. Most women enjoy needlework such as crocheting, knitting
and sewing, and there are magazines which bring them new fashion ideas, recommendations and
expert advice and some practical examples on what and how to sew and knit.

All magazine articles come with a number of photographs. This makes magazines more attractive

than newspapers, for children and adults alike.

TELEVISION AND RADIO BROADCASTING

Radio is a powerful thing, and although it has no screen like television does, it may broadcast 24
hours a day.

There is much less advertising on public stations than there is on the commer-
cial ones. CT2 is targeted at more demanding viewers, showing subtitled films, documentaries,
musical programmes, dramas and concerts, whereas commercial channels are less serious, the news
is sensational, exciting, and full of action.
