Future happenings and situations (predicting the future)

Sometimes there is not much difference between will and going to. For example, you can say:
® [ think the weather will be nice later.
® [ think the weather is going to be nice later.

When we say ‘something is going to happen’, we know (or think) this because of the situation
now. For example:
® Look at those black clouds. It’s going to rain. (zot ‘it will rain’ — we can see the clouds
now)
e [ feel terrible. I think I’'m going to be sick. (not ‘I think I'll be sick’ - I feel terrible now )
Do not use will in situations like these. (See also Unit 20C.)

In other situations, it is safer to use will:
® Tom will probably arrive at about 8 o’clock.
® [ think Ann will like the present we bought for her.

We do not use will to say what somebody has already arranged or decided to do in the future:
® Ann is working next week. (not ‘Ann will work’)
® Are you going to watch television this evening? (not ‘will you watch’)

For ‘I’'m working...” and ‘Are you going to...?", see Units 19-20.

But often, when we talk about the future, we are not talking about what somebody has decided
to do. For example:

cHris: Do you think Ann will pass the exam?
JOE:  Yes, she’ll pass easily.

‘She’ll pass’ does 7ot mean ‘she has decided to pass’. Joe is saying what he knows or thinks
will happen. He is predicting the future.
When we predict a future happening or situation, we use will/won’t.

Jill has been away a long time. When she returns, she’ll find a lot of changes.
“Where will you be this time next year?” Tll be in Japan.’

That plate is very hot. If you touch it, yow’ll burn yourself.

Tom won’t pass the examination. He hasn’t worked hard enough for it.
When will you know your exam results?

We often use will (’ll) with:

After (I) hope, we generally use the present:
® I hope Carol phones this evening.
e ] hope it doesn’t rain tomorrow.

Generally we use will to talk about the future, but sometimes we use will to talk about now. For
example:
e Don’t phone Annnow. She’ll be busy. (= I know she’ll be busy now)

You can say I shall or I will (Pll), we shall or we will (we’ll):
e I shall be tired this evening. (or I will be...)
e We shall probably go to Scotland for our holiday. (or We will probably go...)
In spoken English we normally use I'll and we’ll:
e We’ll probably go to Scotland.
The negative of shall is shall not or shan’t:
e 1 shan’t be here tomorrow. (or I won’t be...)

We use I'll (= I will) when we decide to do something at the time of speaking:
® Oh, I’ve left the door open. Pl go and shut it.
® ‘What would you like to drink?” ‘I'll have an orange juice, please.’
e ‘Did you phone Ruth?” ‘Oh no, I forgot. I’ll phone her now.’

You cannot use the present simple (1 do / I go etc.) in these sentences:
e I'll go and shut the door. (not ‘I go and shut’)

We often use I think P’IL... and I don’t think I'll...:
@ I feel a bit hungry. I think I'll have something to eat.
e 1 don’t think I'll go out tonight. I'm too tired.

In spoken English the negative of will is usually won’t (= will not):
e [ can see you’re busy, so I won’t stay long.

Do not use will to talk about what you have already decided or arranged to do (see Units
19-20):

® I’m going on holiday next Saturday. (ot T'li go’)

® Are you working tomorrow? (not ‘will you work’)

We often use will in these situations:

Offering to do something
® That bag looks heavy. I'll help you with it. (roz ‘I help’)

Agreeing to do something
® A: You know that book I lent you. Can I have it back if you’ve finished with it?
B: Of course. I'll give it to you this afternoon. (not ‘I give’)

Promising to do something
® Thanks for lending me the money. I’ll pay you back on Friday. (not ‘I pay’)
® [ won’t tell anyone what happened. I promise.

Asking somebody to do something (Will you...?)
® Will you please be quiet? I'm trying to concentrate.
® Will you shut the door, please?

You can use won’t to say that somebody refuses to do something:
® TI’ve tried to advise her but she won’t listen. (= she refuses to listen)
® The car won’t start. I wonder what’s wrong with it. (= the car ‘refuses’ to start)

Shall I...? Shall we...?

Shall is used mostly in the questions shall I...? / shall we...?

We use shall I...? / shall we...? to ask somebody’s opinion (especially in offers or suggestions):
® Shall I open the window? (= do you want me to open the window?)

® I've got no money. What shall I do? (= what do you suggest?)

® Shall we go?’ ‘Just a minute. ’'m not ready yet.’

We normally use I am doing (present continuous) when we say what we have arranged to do -
for example, arranged to meet somebody, arranged to go somewhere (see Unit 19A):
e What time are you meeting Ann this evening?
e I’'m leaving tomorrow. I’ve got my plane ticket.
‘I am going to do something’ = I've decided to do it (but perhaps not arranged to do it):
e ‘The windows are dirty.” “Yes, I know. I’m going to clean them later.” (= I've decided
to clean them but I haven’t arranged to clean them)
e I've decided not to stay here any longer. Tomorrow I'm going to look for somewhere

else to stay.
Often the difference is very small and either form is possible.

You can also say that ‘something is going to ha en’ in the future. For example:

We use the present simple when we talk about timetables, programmes etc. (for example, for
public transport, cinemas etc.):

e The train leaves Plymouth at 11.30 and arrives in London at 14.45.

® What time does the film begin?

e It’s Wednesday tomorrow.

You can use the present simple for people if their plans are fixed like a timetable:
e [ start my new job on Monday.
e What time do you finish work tomorrow?

But the continuous is more usual for personal arrangements:
e What time are you meeting Ann tomorrow? (not ‘do you meet’)
