Infinitive and –ing form after verbs
[bookmark: _GoBack]I cannot afford to go to the concert.
Did you manage to learn all vocabulary?
I really enjoy painting funny pictures of people.
Do you mind helping me move the piano?
My mum refuses to listen to loud music.

-Ing form:
After prepositions:	 I am afraid of going there.
			I am used to walking to school.
He was accused of stealing some money.			
Feelings:	 I like having lunch at home. (hate, dislike, fancy, enjoy, mind,…)
Phases:		I started reading this book last week. ( continue, go on, keep on, stop)
Verbs: consider, admit, deny, miss, involve, avoid, risk

Bare infinitive after:
Modal verbs:	I can play the violin.
Auxiliary verbs: I will do it in time.	
Verbs connected to human senses: I saw him come.
Verbs let, make: He made me finish the essay.

Full infinitive after:
Verbs: want, need, arrange, plan, manage, persuade, advise,…

Be careful – different meanings:
Stop smoking x stop to smoke
Used to doing x used to do
Remember doing x remember to do
Forget doing x forget to do
Try opening x try to open
Go on reading x go on to read
