PRESENT TENSES

Present simple 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]for repeated activities ( often, sometimes, twice a week, every day,…)

Positive: I work/he works
Negative: I do not work (I don‘t work) / he does not work (he doesn‘t work)
Question: do you work? / does he work?


Present continuous
· for current situation
· for limited period of time
· for planned activities in the future
· 
Positive: I am working (I’m working) / you are working (you’re working) / he is working (he’s working)…
Negative: I am not working (I’m not working) / you are not working (you’re not working/you aren’t working) / …………….
Question: are you working? ….


Verbs used only in present simple: want,  need, like, dislike, hate,…
Some forms depend on the meaning: see (vidět, potkat), think (myslet si, přemýšlet), have (situace, vlastnictví)
